We're watching the
rise of new constituencies and political actors like
Hispanics and the young Millennial Generation.
And we are seeing how powerful new media and
technology tools are changing the way Americans
connect to politics. American politics is now filled with demands for bold new strategies,
ambitious new agendas, and deep systemic change — in short what many might call
transformational change.

We'll have a line-up of terrific speakers laying out this new narrative, including some who are just
coming out with new books: Robert Shapiro, author of Futurecast: How Superpowers,
Populations, and Globalization Will Change the Way You Live and Work, and Morley Winograd
and Michael Hais, coauthors of Millennial Makeover: MySpace, YouTube, and the Future of
American Politics.

We will have plenty of time for discussion among those who gather like yourself. So hold the date.
